SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT 
Scripture lessons: The first reading from the Book of Genesis describes the transformation of a pagan patriarch 
into a believer in the one God. His name will be transformed from Abram to Abraham and his small family into a 
great nation. All Abram has to do is to obey the Lord God’s command, and he does so. The second reading from 
St. Paul’s second letter to Timothy explains the type of Lenten transformation expected of us. We are trans-
formed when we recognize the hand of a loving, providing, and disciplining God behind all our hardships, pain, 
and suffering and try our best to grow in holiness by cooperating with the grace of God given to us through Jesus 
and his Gospel. In the Transfiguration story in today’s Gospel, Jesus is revealed as a glorious figure, superior to 
Moses and Elijah. The primary purpose of Jesus’ Transfiguration was to allow Jesus to consult his Heavenly Fa-
ther in order to ascertain His plan for His Son’s suffering, death and Resurrection. The secondary aim was to 
make his chosen disciples aware of Jesus’ Divine glory, so that they might discard their worldly ambitions and 
dreams of a conquering political Messiah and might be strengthened in their time of trial. On the mountain, Jesus 
is identified by the Heavenly Voice as the Son of God. Thus, the Transfiguration narrative is a Christophany, that 
is, a manifestation or revelation of who Jesus really is. Describing Jesus’ Transfiguration, the Gospel gives us a 
glimpse of the Heavenly glory awaiting those who do God’s will by putting their trusting Faith in Him, as the Re-
sponsorial Psalm (Ps 33), for today encourages us to do.

It is fitting that on this Lenten season of repentance we observe our traditional devotions of making the Stations 
of the Cross, participate in the Rice Bowl program under the auspices of the Catholic Relief Services of the US 
Bishops, and celebrate the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation. The Stations of the Cross will be held 
every Friday at 7:00 PM. The Lenten Confessions is scheduled on March 9 when other priests will come to help 
out with the Confessions. The service will be preceded by a video presentation on the significance of Lent which 
will start at 6:00 PM. Whenever we have the opportunity let us observe the traditional Lenten disciplines of pray-
ing, fasting and almsgiving. 
We invite every parishioner, young and adults, to join our services in church and make this season meaningful 

and spiritually fruitful to all of us.

STEWARDSHIP REFLECTIONS 

STEWARDSHIP AND THE POWER TO BE TRANSFORMED

The Lenten season is a perfect time to reflect on how you were first introduced to stewardship as a way of life. When did this 
spirituality first begin to shape the way you live, the decisions you make, and the way in which your faith directs your daily 
life? I have been thinking about this quite often of late, as I have reflected on the potential each of us has to touch others with 
the stewardship message. 
Many years ago now, a friend who worked in publishing and I were talking about parish life. I was fumbling around, trying to 
explain the impact that stewardship was having on our parishioners and on the parish. My friend suddenly stopped me and 
said, “Well of course this is happening! Stewardship can really change our lives, can it not?” His comment broke through my 
stumbling thoughts, as his remark echoed the U.S. bishops’ insight in Stewardship: A Disciple’s Response. At the very begin-
ning of the bishops’ pastoral letter they write: “Stewardship is an expression of discipleship that has the power to change how 
we understand and live out our lives.” What stunned me about my friend’s comment was how passionately he expressed his 
understanding and how clearly he saw this. I realized that my experience of him as a giving and generous person was a re-
sult of his growth as a steward. His witness in the course of an everyday conversation between friends has remained with me 
for over ten years, and has urged me on in times when my own “disciple’s response” has seemed weak or lagging. 
It seems to me that if we are to lead others along the stewardship journey, we must ourselves live, grow and allow ourselves 
to be transformed by the power of stewardship. We must be prepared to witness to the ways in which stewardship has 
changed how we “understand and live out our lives.” We may never know the impact our personal sharing or ministerial coor-
dination will have on others, but I can tell you from my own experience of being touched by my friend that the potential is 
there for us to truly make a difference. What is your story? With whom might you share it during this Lenten season?

MESSAGE: A VITAL FUNDRAISER 
This year, the Annual Diocesan Stewardship Report includes a spotlight on ‘Ohana in Christ, the 
annual appeal for the Catholic Church in Hawaii. Now in its second year, this important fundraiser is 
vital to diocesan operations along with the other sources of revenue listed in the charts on these 
pages. The need for additional funding arose with the ending of With Grateful Hearts, the previous 
capital campaign, as well as the severe impact of the COVID pandemic on parish collections. In 
turn, Bishop Larry Silva reduced parish assessments (the money parishes contribute to the diocese every year) to provide 
relief to parishes while maintaining nearly all diocesan operations. At the same time, Bishop Silva formed a special commit-
tee to explore new ways to meet the mounting financial challenge while keeping parish assessments low. The committee — 
made up of clergy, staff and lay leaders — considered another With Grateful Hearts-type campaign, launching an annual 
appeal like most other Catholic dioceses, or cutting costs by reducing ministries, programs and services. Bishop Silva wants 
to broaden financial support among the faithful. But even more he wants to raise awareness among island Catholics of the 
Church’s overall mission and the scope of its work across the Islands. Emphasizing the spirit of stewardship and our grati-
tude for God’s many blessings to our Hawaii family, it was decided to build on the existing Bishop’s Circle appeal, rebrand-
ing it as ‘Ohana in Christ, and asking each parish to accept the challenge of meeting an assigned target. In its first year, 
‘Ohana in Christ delivered nearly $1 million for the Catholic Church in Hawaii. A big MAHALO to all the parishes and the 
thousands of donors for your generous support. Special kudos to the parishes that met their target goal, as well as those 
parishes over the finish line so far this year. For more details and ways to contribute, please refer to the FAQs and progress 
update included in this report.
