« Visit your child’s faith formation class and introduce yourself to the teacher. Let your children know religious educa-

tion is a priority to you, and be sure to thank in some way the parishioners who give of their time and talent to this

ministry.

Find out if your parish has online giv-

ing, or automatic withdrawal, and sign up so your year-round support helps provide a stable parish income.
