Plan your spending and don’t spend reac-
tively or impulsively.

Stewardship of Work: Do your best at your chosen
profession. Be honest and faithful. Resolve to find a
class or other forum that will strengthen your knowledge
and expertise. Bring a prayerful attitude to your job.
